Boyer took delivery of
the precast buildings at their 18-acre facil-
ity in northwest Houston months in ad-

Once on site, the
buildings were placed, in some cases in Jess
than one hour, which allowed them to be
operztional in a very shorl time. At most of
these locations, the 100-10n crane was used
1o set not anly the pod but also 1o place the
Easi-Set buildings, which housed the rack
equipment and backup generator for the
wireless backbone,

Another benefit of Lonestar's buildings 1s
that they provide an office setting for 1ech-
nicians tasked with repainng or mainiaming
the equipment down the road. Civen the
fact that Houston is in a hurmcane-prone
urea, precast buildings provide not only a
fortified structure designed to protect equip-
ment in 140 mph winds, but also a safe,
efficient working environment for repair
personnel in severe weather conditions. All
of these factors will assist the city in keeping
its ground water systems operational dur-
ing critical times or allow for quick recovery
should severe flooding occur

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be custom built to just about any size from
as small as 8x8 feet to as large as 40x200
| Feet (clear span). Also available are a vari-
| ety of custom-finished exteriors which al-
low the buildings to blend in with existing
surroundings or to the customer’s specific
requirements. Recently, Easi-Set offi-
cials introduced a two-piece post tension,
pitched roof design which a number of the
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company’s licensed manufacturers are now
producing. Easi-Set buildings are avail-
able from local manufacturers throughount
North America,

Lonestar provided two different building
designs for this project. The first was a one-
room 8x10x8 foot structure which houses
most of the SCADA equipment, servers,
and electrical panels, The second building

design was a two-room 10x14x8 foot plat-
form which houses the I0KW backup gen-
eralor in one room and the electrical and
communications gear in the other. Given
Houston’s 100+ degree summers and the
fact that most of this sensitive equipment
needs an air-conditioned environment,
Lonestar provided the city with insulated
wall systems consisting of rigid foam insu-
lation sandwiched between two lavers of
concrete. Lonestar’s standard insulated wall
systems provide an R-26 insulation rating,
which doubles what most Green homes ad-

withstand 140mph winds, house communications and Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition
(SCADA) equipment for the Houston groundwater infrastructure upgrade project.

vertise, and will significantly reduce the op-
erating cost of the system over time. Ongce
the smooth form finish walls were coated
with two-part epoxy paint, the interior re-
sembled a typical sheet rock finish.

Lonestar, who also manufactures con-
crete poles for the lighting. utility and sur-
veillance markets, also provided more than
300 various sized camers, antenna and elec-
trical service poles up to 70 feet tall for this
project. Their prestressed concrete poles are
extremely durable; maintenance-free, stable
and ensure an excellent image for cameras
due to minimal vibration or movement as
compared 1o wood or steel. According to
Brad Boyer, president of Lonestar, several
of their concrete poles and Easi-Set build-
ings took direct hits from Hurricane Rita
just southeast of Beaumont, Texas, result-
ing in no damage to the structures, O
